Reincarnation - A Spiritist View

     Although Spiritists acknowledge that reincarnation involves the processes of first REPENTANCE, secondly EXPIATION, and than REPARATION, this by no means can fully explains the complicated dynamics and intricacies of the Perfect Universal Laws of  Divine Justice. 

   In Kardec’s Book entitled Heaven and Hell, an excerpt out of Chapter 7 states, “The Justice of God being infinite, an exact account is kept, for each soul, of the good and the wrongdoings done by it in the course of its earthly life”.......... “no good deed, however minute, no right feeling, however fugitive, no virtuous aspiration, however faint, is ever overlooked, or even remains sterile, even in the case of the most depraved; for those seemingly slight stirrings of the soul, in the direction of truth and goodness, are the commencement of its reformation and progress.”    
     It further states “In regard to the nature and duration of future punishment, there is no absolute and uniform rule; the only general Law of Providential penalty is this, that every misdeed shall receive its just and appropriate punishment, and that every good deed shall receive its just and appropriate reward, exactly proportioned, in either case, to the intrinsic badness, or goodness, of the action of which it is the consequence.”    
     Reincarnation according to the Spiritist view, as one cane see from the above,  is much more complicated than just saying, “if you do something wrong to someone the exact same thing will automatically happen to you”. We are rewarded for the many good things we think, say, and do. We see this in the many benefits we receive out-of-the-blue, so to speak, without us asking for them, and, in many other seemingly mysterious ways, but Spiritism explains these things in a rational manner via the Law of Cause and Effect.

If they had been placed in prison for the remainder of their natural life, this could have provided the means for their soul to become repentant which would have assisted in the rehabilitation of the spirit. If the spirit did not repent, after material imprisonment, upon return to the spirit world it  would at least see there, how much of their material life was wasted due to wrong doing, prompting possible rehabilitation and repentance at that point.
