THE BOOK – “Memoirs of Father Germain – A Spirit Tells the True Life Story of His Last Existence” 

An orphan before age five, Germain spends two years living alone on the seashore in seventeenth century France. The fishermen call him “little prophet” since he can always foretell impending storms. One fateful day he strays into a castle of monks – and is not allowed to leave. The monks educate him and he is proved to be an excellent student, but he suffers from their cold and unfeeling ways. 

As a young man, Germain eventually takes his vows becoming a priest in the Catholic Church. He settles in a poor village with his faithful dog, Sultan, and it is here that he consoles the humble and oppressed – sometimes risking his life for their sake. As his reputation as a virtuous and holy man spreads, even royalty arrive for absolution of their crimes. Father Germain teaches love of the Creator and mankind with a belief that even the most hardened heart can be turned toward goodness. He exposes church hypocrisy and is persecuted by his superiors (and by the secretive fraternity of the penitents); yet he continues to teach according to his conscience.

Father Germain was a medium during his life on earth and a believer in reincarnation.

Memoirs of Father Germain is the touching, true account of this beloved priest’s life relayed to the Spiritist writer Amalia Domingo Soler of Spain through the mediumship of a man named Eudaldo. Father Germain also was Amalia’s spirit guide during her lifetime. The true life story of Father Germain is full of intrigue, adventure, human emotion, and morality... that will provide you with tremendous love, inspiration, and hope!







THE FAMOUS SPIRITIST WRITER FROM SPAIN- AMALIA DOMINGO SOLER


 In order to understand how Ms. Soler received the life story of Father Germain we need to learn a little about her. In Ms. Soler’s own book about her life entitled Memoirs…she tells us that although financially supported but left abandoned by her father, her mother looked forward to her birth with immense joy. Nevertheless, in Seville Spain in 1835, that event turned into tragedy when Ms. Soler became blind shortly after being born. Her mother was devastated and for months doctors tried everything. A simple homeopath finally was able to give the baby only imperfect sight. That child was her mother’s whole life and they loved and cared for each other deeply. Her mother taught Ms. Soler to read and write at a very early age; in fact, her first poems were published at age 18. After her father died, they lived well enough off his inheritance. Then her mother came down with a terminal illness. Ms. Soler was twenty-five years old when her mother died, leaving her alone and almost penniless, as the inheritance was almost gone. Ms. Soler, with her eyesight still very bad, had to live with various friends, sold her writings and sewed to try and earn a meager living. She refused to enter a convent or a marriage of convenience as some friends had advised her to do. 

Ms. Soler eventually reached a very desperate point in her life even contemplating suicide, but determined to fight these feelings she visited church after church in an attempt to find help and consolation. She suffered horribly; many humiliations, hunger, at times going blind when she worked too hard, and extreme loneliness. Then one day, she met a man who spoke to her about some people who believed in the evolution of the soul through successive existences, and that our sufferings may have to do with our actions in past lives. He gave her one of their newspapers to read. Well, this changed her life forever. She found the consolation and hope she was looking for by reading about the science and moral philosophy called Spiritism in the books compiled by Allan Kardec which contained communications from morally superior spirits received through mediums from all around the world. Then, Ms. Soler started writing poems and articles on Spiritism herself. President Luis Llach of the Spiritist society that she belonged to, finally convinced Ms. Soler to give up sewing altogether, and live with him and his family as long as she continued to write. Therefore, she dedicated the rest of her life to her writings and spreading the ideas of Spiritism. She died in 1909. Besides her articles in newspapers and her worldwide correspondence, she wrote eight books (including Memoirs of Father Germain) that were well received and widely circulated in Spain and other Spanish & Portuguese-speaking countries, and are still being published to this day.

TV’S The Ghost Whisperer & Medium  SHOWS TEACH ABOUT SOUL FACULTIES

THE BOOK - The Gospel According to Spiritism
This book compiled by Allan Kardec and his Society deals solely with the moral teachings found in the New Testament of the Christian Bible, and more specifically those spoken by Jesus of Nazareth. Kardec states these moral teachings are “…the common ground where all cults may be united…” and Kardec “collected together in this work all the subjects, so to say, that go to form a universal moral code without distinction to creed.” The same ideas of what Spiritism teaches “is to be found throughout ancient times and repeatedly during the different epochs of humanity. We find it in many places in the form of writings, beliefs and in monuments. This is the reason why at the same time it is opening new horizons for the future, it is also projecting a no less brilliant light upon the mysteries of the past.”  

In the book The Gospel According to Spiritism, the spirits came to clarify the many parables that seem unintelligible and provided detailed and clarified information so that we each can understand what these teachings truly mean and to be able to better put into practice on a daily basis their universal moral principles

in our lives.
